PTO Meeting

Monday, October 10, 2011

6:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Jill Whitaker and Chris Maune.  There were 11 people in attendance plus Mrs. Kelly.

The Joe Corbi fundraiser made approximately $15,000.00 total sales.  PTO will receive about $7,000.00 of those profits.  We will not need to do a fundraiser in the spring due to the great sales!  The fundraiser items will be delivered at 2:00 on October 11, 2011.  Items will be handed out at Open House from 5-7 that evening.  Sarah Sanders is in charge of food for that evening and pizza will be served for $1.00.  The book fair will also be open for everyone to buy books.  The book fair ends October 12, 2011.

PTO has decided for parent teacher conferences we will provide a meal one night for the teachers instead of doing goodie bags like we have done in the past.  Teachers are staying for two evenings for conferences on November 7 & 8.  Tina Edwards will call Subway and check in to the cost and details for dinner for 45-50 teachers on Monday, November 7, 2011.  Mrs. Kelly will provide the meal for Tuesday night.  Many PTO members volunteered to make desserts for that night too.

PTO will continue researching the awnings for the reading patio for the spring.  We will work on how many we need, and measure so that it can be ready when kids head out in the spring.  Mrs. Mays did provide some information on the awnings that the arts council has and the cost for each is $98.56.

Jill is working with Frank Lemons to decide on the cost and design for school wide t-shirts.  PTO decided on the logo for the shirts which will include the REAL student creed on the back.  We can order any colors, long sleeve, hoodies etc.  Jill will make up a flier to sell the t-shirts when all the final decisions have been made.  PTO does not make a profit from these.  We feel it helps build a sense of community in the school.  We tried to pick a logo that would be universal for all ages.

Mrs. Kelly discussed some old business about the science fair and spelling bee.  There is no organized science fair but many excellent science activities going on in classrooms.  Many teachers are partnered up with MU professors working on science and incorporating it into reading and writing in the classrooms.   There was no information found about a spelling bee.

The high share that PTO has provided funding for is coming soon to the fourth grade classroom.  Tumblebooks is up and running in classrooms.  The district is providing k and 1 with high share computers.   The fifth grade will be getting smart response clickers for their classrooms to respond to Smartboard activities.

Mrs. Kelly did express that there is still a need for one more Smartboard in Stacy Gander’s classroom.  She is the only classroom without one.  Mrs. Kelly will check in to the cost.  Mrs. Mays is in need of a color printer for her classroom.  We will find out costs and discuss this at the next meeting.
