The fundraiser kick-off has started and will wrap up on September 13th.  Last year we made $6819.00.   Hopefully it we will be a success again this year so we will not have to do a fundraiser in the spring.  The money will be counted on September 14th in the conference room.  The orders will come in on October 11th at Open House and can be picked up then.

Lisa Bean explained how we earn points from box tops and Campbell soup labels.   She is able to choose from a prize catalog the items we want for our school.  We earned $2000.00 last year in box top labels.  She sends in a shipment at the end of October and will receive a check of $1000.00 in December.  She will need someone to take over this job next year.  One person could do the job or 2 to 3 people could split it up.

In new business, Mr. Johnson will be attending the Honor Flight on September 14th.  He will escort his uncle and will be bringing lots of information back to share on Veterans Day.

New t-shirts will be made this year to sell school wide.  Printex is checking on different prints/art to make them cost effective.  They also are working on a design that fits the entire school.  We will decide on these at the next meeting.

There was some discussion on having an Author Night/Pioneer Night.  We sponsored an Author Night last year in the fall.  This year is Pioneer Night and is usually in the spring.  Mrs. Kelly was going to check into this and let us know if we would need to help sponsor.

WATCH Dogs are in need of some funds for their kick-off night September 19th.  PTO volunteered to help support the food cost for that evening.

Mrs. Kelly expressed some needs to start off the school year.  Teachers want a license for Tumblebooks to use on their classroom computers.  The cost is $359.10 for a license for the school.
